Photo of yourself (or others) on top of the ‘Sussex University’ sign at the front of campus - There is a large ‘Sussex University’ concrete sign at the front of campus to welcome students to the University.  The sign is very popular with students who like to take photographs of themselves on it or next to it as a souvenir.

Where is Bubble Tea served on campus?  - Bubble Tea (also known as Boba milk tea or pearl milk tea) is a Taiwanese tea-based drink usually mixed with fruit or milk. Most bubble teas come with small chewy tapioca balls, commonly called ‘pearls’ or ‘Boba’. 

Photograph of a seagull - There are lots of seagulls on campus and these large white sea birds are known for taking people’s food – sometimes even out of their hands!

What colour are the flags outside of the Student Life Centre and what words are written on them?  The Student Life Centre is the central hub on campus where all students can get information and advice about lots of different issues, such as personal concerns, financial difficulties, understanding University systems and regulations, sexual health and referrals to other University services.

What are the numbers of the two buses that serve campus?  - Getting between campus and Brighton (and surrounding areas) is very easy and buses are very regular.  There are lots of bus stops throughout campus.

Where can you get information about sexual health and free condoms? - All students can get free sexual health advice and information on campus as well as free condoms through the ‘Sussex card’ scheme.

What is the name of the national park Sussex campus is surrounded by? - Sussex University has one of the most beautiful campus locations in Britain. Situated in rolling parkland on the edge of Brighton, the campus combines award-winning architecture with green open spaces.   The national park is very popular with students who enjoy walking, running, cycling and relaxing in its beautiful surroundings. 

Where is the book shop on campus? - There is a well-stocked book shop on campus, that also buys used textbooks from students to sell cheaper to other students.  The book shop also has a large range of stationary available for students.

What famous British architect designed the University’s original buildings? - In 1959, a famous British architect was commissioned to plan and design the first of a new wave of universities to be built in Britain after the Second World War.  Falmer House with its iconic use of brick was the first building to be constructed, followed by the Meeting House.

Name two of the six full-time elected officers of your Students’ Union - Universities in the UK have a Students’ Union.  The Students’ Union is a democratic organisation that is run by six full time elected students supported by a team of staff and it is independent from the University.  The University of Sussex Students’ Union runs the two bars on campus, Falmer shop and is in partnership with the Cooperative Food store. It even has its own Sussex Student Lettings Agency.  The Student’s Union puts on lots of events for students, supports many different student societies and sports clubs, provides lots of volunteering opportunities and offers free and confidential advice through its Advice and Representation Centre.  The Students’ Union represents your needs to the University. Every student of the University of Sussex is automatically a member of the Students’ Union.

In which building is International Student Support based? - International Student Support provides international students with advice and guidance on a range of issues including immigration and visas, general welfare and advice about living in the UK.  International Student Support also run the ‘meet and greet’ service welcoming new international students plus lots of events and trips.

Is there a Students’ Union Cat Society? - Societies are groups of students with a shared interest who arrange campaigns, events and meetings throughout the year. Lots of societies will be different in how they function and what their main focus is, however all are open for anyone to join throughout the year.  You can see the list of all current societies on the Students’ Union webpage or by attending the Students’ Union Fresher’s Fair.

Which animal features on the posters advertising the Sussex Plus award in the Careers and Employability Centre? - The Careers and Employability Centre is located on the ground floor of the Library and the Sussex Plus award enables you to showcase your skills and achievements and develop your career ideas during your time at the University.  You can find out more at www.sussex.ac.uk/careers.

How many steps are there up to the library?  -The library has a great collection of books, journals, papers, reports, dvd’s and more.  There are also computers, quiet areas and group study spaces.

What is the emergency number for security on campus? - The security team on campus operate 24/7 and are based in York House. As well as emergencies, they all assist students with lost property, reporting incidents, handing out free personal alarms, escorting lone students to their accommodation at night and more.

If you want more information on disability or dyslexia where should you go? - Students who have a long-term or short-term disability can get guidance and support on campus. 

Where would you go to get counselling on campus? - The University runs a specialist and confidential service to students who would like counselling during their time at Sussex.  They also have lots of information and support on their webpages.
